3) University of Wales Online Library Resources

This is an outstanding set of databases and electronic books in the subject area of theology and religious studies, and also study skills. It also includes links to other useful resources in these subjecs. Some of the resources listed are freely available to all but for others it is necessary to key log in with email address and password. All students on University of Wales courses should have been sent an email containing login instructions and a password
The online library includes the following databases:-
i) ATLA Religion Database and ATLASerials

This database, set up by the American Theological Library Association, indexes articles in a large range of theological journals and also contains details of book reviews, essays in books including Festschriften, etc. Its coverage goes back to 1949 and there are also some journals indexed before this date.  Its coverage is extremely wide and the majority of Spurgeon’s journals are included. Many full-text articles are available online. Please note, however, that there are many references to articles in obscure journals not stocked in the College and it may be difficult to locate these. 
ii) Religion and Philosophy Collection 

This database is a collection of 300 journals going back to 1975 offering full-text articles. It includes some journals covered by the ATLA Religion database but also offers a broader spectrum of titles, including a number of sociological journals.
